Owner’s Comments:

“Since 1975 I have been the third owner of this beautiful and dependable 1966 Corvette coupe.  It has been very well maintained and driven only when the weather is nice. The odometer shows 92,586 documented miles.

The factory original engine was rebuilt at the 87,000-mile mark. It retains its standard bore. The cam is new and a little more aggressive adding 25+ horsepower. All the bearings were replaced and the heads completely reworked to run on today’s pump gas. The fan clutch, oil pump, water pump and timing gear were replaced as well. The right muffler was replaced as were the shocks and right wheel bearing. 

Midyear Corvettes with side pipes are the best-looking Vettes (my opinion).  These are factory side pipes that were installed by a previous owner. The aluminum covers are in very good condition.

About two years after I purchased this Vette from the second owner, I had it repainted Nassau Blue lacquer. A few months after that I was involved in a low speed front end collision. It was an awful experience to say least. Fortunately the damage was only to the front-end fiberglass and bumpers. It was repaired and repainted. There was no frame damage.  

The frame has never been restored and is structurally sound. Yes it does have some surface rust but that’s to be expected on an un-restored frame that is 44 years old.

This car has very goodl eye appeal especially in the sunlight. Whenever I am in a gas station, inevitably someone compliments the car and inquires about its originality.  

Larry, my broker, asked me to rate the cosmetic and mechanical condition of my Covette on a scale of 1-10 (highest). I know you will think I’m biased, but I respect your need for honesty and I feel very comfortable with the following ratings:

Paint:  6.5 (Still looks good after 33 years. Yes, it’s showing the aging characteristics of  lacquer paint as you would expect.)

Driver Seat: 8  

Passenger Seat: 6.5   (Small tears in the seams)

Dash top: 6.5  (Two small cracks on passenger side.)

Carpet: 9  (Recently replaced.)

Driver Door Panel:  7

Passenger Door Panel:  8
Stowage Area: 9  (Recently replaced.)

Headliner: 9  (Recently replaced.)

Windshield: 7

Other Glass: 8  

Front bumpers 8  

Rear bumpers 6 (Some chrome pealing off the pass side bumper by the license plate. The other rear bumper has no evidence of pealing.)

Stainless 8
Tires 10  (4 new BFG plus an old spare tire)

Engine Appearance: 8.5  (Nicely detailed)

Engine/Drivetrain Mechanical Rating:  10  (I take great pride in having the Corvette serviced whenever something needs attention. Every season the car gets a full service, oil, lube, filter, fluid checks, etc. The engine was rebuilt about 10,000 miles ago.) 

Performance: 9  (While this is not what I would call a “performance” Corvette, it will certainly put a smile on your face.  It  is quick and tracks straight down the highway. It stops like it should and is quite comfortable even on long trips.)

There are a few things that do not work on the car. The clock doesn’t keep time.  The power antennae does not go up. And the headlight buckets do not swivel up under electrical power. The can be raised (swivel up or down) using the manual control.

I live in Pennsylvania and they inspect classic vehicles.  This Corvette is safetu inspected annually by the state and is very roadworthy for long or short trips.

Oh yes, I just remembered that all the brakes are new stainless calipers and I use the silicon brake fluid. The rubber brake lines at all four wheels are in very good condition.

I have detailed records of all repairs and service work since I bought the Vette in 1975. I also have certification of the mileage at time of purchase.

Thank you for taking a look at my 1966 Corvette. I invite you to take it for a test drive and see for yourself how accurate I was in describing the condition and performance of my Corvette.
