Restomod Corvettes (also called Resto-rod) are rapidly gaining popularity in the Corvette market. It is really exciting to see a classic Stingray Corvette body mated to modern suspension components and powered by a modified C5 Corvette engine.  You get the best of both worlds with a Corvette Restomod — great classic design with modern engine and drivetrain technology. 
Allow me to share with you the fascinating details of this incredibly beautiful 1964 Corvette that has been transformed into an award-winning Restomod.
 
The story begins the moment this Corvette was purchased by its present owners (husband and wife). It was a very nice driver with a replacement engine. They enjoyed their Vette driving it almost daily and taking vacations in the South where they live.  It wasn’t long when thoughts of restoring the Stingray became their frequent topic of conversation. Then, on one particular road trip not long ago, the frame gave out. A victim of severe rust. Thus began the journey to transform this Classic 1964 Stingray convertible into the amazing high tech Restomod I am presenting to you today. 
 
The extent to which this Corvette has been restored is akin to having a brand new car. Nothing was left untouched and new technology has replaced the old. 
 
CHASSIS / SUSPENSION
The process started with a one-of-a-kind custom box frame and chassis built specifically for this Corvette. The front shock towers were modified with adjustable jack bolts. Specially fabricated adjustable shock mounts were installed in the rear corners. The frame was then powder coated.
 
The suspension is circa 1996 Corvette with many upgrades. The leaf springs were replaced with QA1 coilovers and Vette Brakes & Products Smart Struts and Trailing Arms. A Dana 44 rear end was bolted on and 

has a set of 3.73 gears. Take a close look at the side profile view in the photo album. Notice the stance?  
 
POWER BRAKE SYSTEM
Yes, those are real C6 Z06 rotors and calipers you see behind those C6 Z06 wheels. The owners also installed a Hydratech hydraulic brake assist system with a Wilwood Dual Master Cylinder. 
 
ENGINE
With all that stopping power, you would expect the engine to be something special as well. You won’t be disappointed. The LS1 (2002) Corvette engine is high revving with lots of reliability built in.  Internally there is a Lunati 382 Stroker Kit. The stock heads are ported and polished and have been flow-tested. A Weland/Lingenfelter Intake sits on top.  The mass air-flow-sensor is eliminated. 
 
On the dyno, this LS1 produced 446 rear-wheel horsepower at 6,400rpm and 438 lb-ft of torque at 4,900rpm. VERY MPRESSIVE especially considering a C6 Z06 was on the other dyno and it produced a lower torque reading! 
 
TRANSMISSION
Transmitting all that power to the Dana 44 rear end is a professionally rebuilt four-speed overdrive 4L60E automatic transmission modified to handle the big horsepower and torque.   
 
EXHAUST SYSTEM
The exhaust flows thru 1.75” headers into a  2.5” dual exhaust system that exits at the rear. The sound is . . . . . . . . .                                  . . . . . . Well, let’s just say it makes a statement.
 
RADIATOR
To keep the engine operating at normal temperature, even in slow moving traffic conditions, a custom heavy-duty race quality radiator built by Cooled by ICE (of Sarasota) was installed. This is a VERY streetable Corvette and great highway cruiser.
 
STEERING
The quick ratio (12:1) rack-and-pinion steering is from Appleton.  Of course, it’s power steering with a tilt column and reproduction teak steering wheel.
 
BODY / ENGINE BAY
Hundreds of hours were spent prepping the body of this Corvette for a flawless finish. When the body was finally ready, PPG Torch Red base with clearcoat was applied. The results are eye-popping to say the least.  The car’s numerous awards will attest to that.  It will take a discerning eye to see this, but the quarter panels were bulged out one inch to provide plenty of clearance for those big Z06 wheels and 275/40ZR18 Michelin Pilot tires.
 
Take note of the engine bay. It is a work of art. Both the engine itself and the bay are highly detailed. The intake was cherried and painted Torch Red. The power steering pump, A/C compressor, and alternator were placed low and out of view. The custom valve covers are satin-finished billet. And the bright air inlet and polished-aluminum radiator 

shell add to the dazzling affect. The firewall was smoothed and the 

plug wires are hidden. You can easily see why this Corvette is an award-winner.
 
ELECTRICAL / GAUGES
The electrical system was completely replaced. The wiring harnesses are from Painless. The instrument panel is stock but all the gauges are new Auto Meter’s Pro-Comp Ultra-Lites. 
 
INTERIOR
The black leather interior is 1964 reproduction (Al Knoch) just like the original. A set of Simpson Safety Belts keeps you firmly seated during your moments of aggressive driving.
 
Under the new carpet are Lizard Skin and a layer of Dynomat to deaden sound while keeping things cool inside. 
 

CONVENIENCES
If you like music, you’ll really enjoy the Custom Auto Sound 200 Watt AM / FM / CD player with 10-disc changer. The radio head is configured same as stock and the changer is located behind the seats. Speakers are located in the top of the dash and in the rear stowage area.
 
The power windows are from NU Relic and the A / C system is from Vintage Air. The power antenna is NOS midyear Corvette.
 
OWNER’S COMMENTS
“This has truly been a labor of love and it has been extremely gratifying to transform our 1964 Corvette from its broken-down (frame rust) condition to this wonderful classic Restomod you see today.  We have a family now and it’s time to for our hi-tech 1964 Stingray Restomod to have a new custodian.
 
Even though we have driven our Vette 4,300 very enjoyable miles since completion, it remains in excellent condition. You would be hard pressed to find fault with any detail of the car.  Incidentally, even with the high performance LS1 engine, we averaged 26 mpg on our longer trips.
 
We take great pride in our restored 1964 Corvette Convertible Restomod.  Yes, it has won numerous awards and accolades and been featured in a magazine, but we rebuilt our Corvette for safe, comfortable, and pleasurable driving. The car handles very nice, has good street manners and road feel, idles smooth, stays cool (engine and passengers) and steers easily. It truly is a unique experience owning a classic 1964 Corvette Restomod Convertible.
